Do not eat any of it raw or
boiled in water, but roasted over the fire,
with its head, legs, and inner organs. You
shall let none of it remain until the morn-
ing; anything that remains until the morn-
ing you shall burn. This is how you shall
eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on
your feet, and your staff in your hand;

For as often as you eat
this bread and drink the cup, you pro-
claim the Lord’s death until he comes.

Now before the festival of the Passover,
Jesus knew that his hour had come to de-

part from this world and go to the Father.

Having loved his own who were in the
world, he loved them to the end. The
devil had already put it into the heart of
Judas, son of Simon Iscariot, to betray
him. And during supper Jesus, knowing
that the Father had given all things into
his hands, and that he had come from
God and was going to God, got up from
the table, took off his outer robe, and tied

a towel around himself. Then he poured
water into a basin and began to wash the
disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the
towel that was tied around him. He came
to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord,
are you going to wash my feet?” Jesus an-
swered, “You do not know now what I
am doing, but later you will understand.”
Peter said to him, “You will never wash
my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash
you, you have no share with me.” Simon
Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only



but also my hands and my head!” Jesus
said to him, “One who has bathed does
not need to wash, except for the feet, but
is entirely clean. And you are clean,
though not all of you.” For he knew who
was to betray him; for this reason he said,
“Not all of you are clean.” After he had
washed their feet, had put on his robe,
and had returned to the table, he said to
them, “Do you know what I have done to
you? You call me Teacher and Lord —and
you are right, for that is what I am. So if

I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed
your feet, you also ought to wash one an-
other’s feet. For I have set you an exam-
ple, that you also should do as I have
done to you. Very truly, I tell you, serv-
ants are not greater than their master, nor

are messengers greater than the one who
sent them. If you know these things, you
are blessed if you do them. Jesus said,
“Now the Son of Man has been glorified,
and God has been glorified in him. If God
has been glorified in him, God will also
glorify him in himself and will glorify him
at once. Little children, I am with you only
a little longer. You will look for me; and

as I said to the Jews so now I say to you,
‘Where I am going, you cannot come.”

About Maundy Thursday

This is the first service of the ancient Triduum (three days)

of Holy Week: Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter.
Ideally all three services should be attended to experience the
fullness of Holy Week. The Maundy Thursday service begins

with celebratory music and visual splendor as we commemo-
rate the Last Supper and the institution of Holy Communion.
The mood of the service then shifts dramatically with the strip-
ping away of all the altar decorations to signify Christ’s agony
in the Garden of Gethsemane, his arrest, and his abandonment
by his disciples. The service ends with a candle-lit procession
led by the choir to the transept chapel. This is a beautiful and
powerful service that engages us in the full range of our emo-
tions as we reflect on the meaning of Christ’s love for us

Maundy Thursday All-Night Vigil,
between 8pm Thursday and 9am Friday

Remembering Jesus’s words to his disciples in the Garden of
Gethsemane, “Could you not stay awake with me one hour?”
(Matthew 26:40) we have an All-Night Vigil in the transept
chapel immediately following the end of the Maundy Thursday
service. Parishioners do a one-hour slot in prayer, reading, or
silence, reflecting on Christ’s sacrifice and betrayal, between
8pm and 9am on Good Friday.
